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 I want to start with a dream I had; a very 

short dream, but one I will never forget.  My mind 

went to Exodus Ch. 24, but to my surprise, the Lord 

said, ñLook on the oxen.ò  Well, when I woke up 

my first thought was, what do lowly oxen have to 

do with anything?  What a surprise I got! 

 In Exodus Chapters 20-23, given by God 

were the written Ten Commandments and laws for 

the people in order to be His chosen people, a pecu-

liar treasure above all people! 

 It is important to note that Moses read the 

word and judgments of the Lord to the people and 

they agreed!  Just as today when a potential mem-

ber wants to join the Church, the minister carefully 

goes through all the teachings and Scriptures mak-

ing sure there is no rebellion, or questions that may 

cause confusion.  The minister then should give that 

person time to search the Scriptures and pray before 

making his/her decision.  God had the people do the 

same thing.  They heard what they must do and 

they were given time to consider and pray.   

 Exodus 24:3-8. And Moses came and told 

the people all the words of the LORD, and all the 

judgments: and all the people answered with one 

voice, and said, All the words which the LORD 

hath said will we do. And Moses wrote all the 

words of the LORD, and rose up early in the morn-

ing, and builded an altar under the hill, and 

twelve pillars, according to the twelve tribes of Is-

rael. And he sent young men of the children of 

Israel, which offered burnt offerings, and sacri-

ficed peace offerings of oxen unto the LORD. And 

Moses took half of the blood, and put it in basons; 

and half of the blood he sprinkled on the altar. 

And he took the book of the covenant, and read in 

the audience of the people: and they said, All that 

the LORD hath said will we do, and be obedient. 

And Moses took the blood, and sprinkled it on the 

people, and said, Behold the blood of the cove-

nant, which the LORD hath made with you con-

cerning all these words.   

 It is important to note that Moses read the  

 

 and sacrificed peace offerings of  oxen unto the 

Lord.ò  

 Why a peace offering? This was a commit-

ment to keep His commandments.  Therein lies the 

secret.  We must be at peace with God first, and with 

ourselves completely, nothing hidden, but every-

thing laid out on the altar, cleansed and purified be-

fore God, accepting Godôs Word completely without 

compromise. 

 

Why did He choose oxen as the peace offering?  

 One)    they were hard workers;  

 Two)   they never complained;  

 Three) they worked well together and were 

            friendly; and  

 Four)  they could be yoked together.  

  

 And what did Moses do with the blood of the 

oxen?  The first half he sprinkled on the altar.  Re-

member the altar is the link between you and the 

Lord.  

 Matthew 5:23, 24. Therefore if thou bring 

thy gift to the altar, and there rememberest that thy 

brother hath ought against thee; Leave there thy 

gift before the altar, and go thy way; first be recon-

ciled to thy brother, and then come and offer thy 

gift.   

 And, of course, today the altar is where you 

make it.  Then he took the book of the covenant and 

read it to the audience of the people, and the people 

said, ñAll that the Lord hath said will we do, and be 

OBEDIENT.ò  Exodus 24:3b

 Exodus 24:5 

says they sent ñyoung 

men of  the children 

of Israel, which of-

fered burnt offerings  
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sacrifices, as in obeying the voice of the LORD? Be-

hold, to obey is better than sacrifice, and to 

hearken than the fat of rams.   

 After they accepted the covenant, they were 

sprinkled with the blood.  Now Moses said some-

thing noteworthy, something to ponder.  He said, 

ñBehold, the blood of the covenant which the Lord 

hath made with you concerning all these words.ò 
Exodus 24:8b  They were now Godôs peculiar treas-

ure, a nation set apart from any other nation in the 

world. But it was the blood of the oxen that bound 

them together. 

 They had government, they had the com-

mandments and the laws in the books, and now they 

were Godôs people, by blood covenant, or peace 

covenant.  

 Numbers 7:3-8 And they brought their of-

fering before the LORD, six covered wagons, and 

twelve oxen; a wagon for two of the princes, and 

for each one an ox: and they brought them before 

the tabernacle. And the LORD spake unto Moses, 

saying, Take it of them, that they may be to do the 

service of the tabernacle of the congregation; and 

thou shalt give them unto the Levites, to every man 

according to his service. And Moses took the wag-

ons and the oxen, and gave them unto the Levites. 

Two wagons and four oxen he gave unto the sons 

of Gershon, according to their service: And four 

wagons and eight oxen he gave unto the sons of 

Merari, according unto their service, under the 

hand of Ithamar the son of Aaron the priest.  

 Now once the tabernacle was finished, the 

princes of the tribes of Israel offered twelve oxen 

and six covered wagons.  They were yoked together 

so as not to put too much hardship on one ox.  

 Mark 6:7-11.  And he called unto him the 

twelve, and began to send them forth by two and 

two; and gave them power over unclean spirits; 

And commanded them that they should take noth-

ing for their journey, save a staff only; no scrip, no 

bread, no money in their purse: But be shod with 

sandals; and not put on two coats. And he said 

unto them, In what place soever ye enter into an 

house, there abide till ye depart from that place.  

And whosoever shall not receive you, nor hear you, 

when ye depart thence, shake off the dust under 

your feet for a testimony against them. Verily I say 

unto you, It shall be more tolerable for Sodom and 

Gomorrha in the day of judgment, than for that  

  

 

 

city.  

 Jesus knew the importance of sending his 

disciples out two-by-two.)   

 As time went on, oxen even carried the Ark 

of the Covenant, as in;  

 II  Samuel 6:6. And when they came to Na-

chon's threshingfloor, Uzzah put forth his hand to 

the ark of God, and took hold of it; for the oxen 

shook it.  

 The lowly oxen amongst a bickering, com-

plaining, and even rebellious nation.  And yet, there 

were the oxen, always there, hardly noticed, working 

hard, sacrificing their lives when needed, and never 

fighting, carrying the standard through good times 

and bad times. 

 Even when the Ark of the Covenant was 

taken, in I Samuel beginning in Chapter 4, the Phil-

istines invaded Israel.  Eli was High Priest, who had 

two evil sons, Hophni and Phinehas.  Many Israel-

ites lost their lives, so the elders of Israel told Eliôs 

sons that they should bring out the ñmagicò box!  

Thatôs all it was to them, and thatôs why they lost it. 

 The Philistines took the Ark to Ashdod into 

the house of Dagon.  The next morning Dagon had 

two broken hands, and a broken neck.  They also got 

a very painful disease with no cure!  Great fear came 

upon them, so they wanted to give the Ark back, but 

they knew it had to be done just right.  They got a 

new cart and two milch kine.  (milch = giving milk; 

kine = bovine or oxen.) 

 Behold the blood of the covenant. There is 

much more to these events, but I want to stay fo-

cused on the oxen. 

 Today, we in the Church have a lot in com-

mon with the lowly oxen.  They sacrificed their 

blood for peace; they sacrificed their lives for the 

covenant that God had given to His chosen people.  

 St. John 17:20-23.  Neither pray I for these 

alone, but for them also which shall believe on me 

through their word; That they all may be one; as 

thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also 

may be one in us: that the world may believe that 

thou hast sent me. And the glory which thou gavest 

me I have given them; that they may be one, even 

as we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they 

may be made perfect in one; and that the world 

may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved 

them, as thou hast loved me.  

 When we took our covenant to join the  
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commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that 

loveth me: and he that loveth me shall be loved of 

my Father, and I will love him, and will manifest 

myself to him. Judas saith unto him, not Iscariot, 

Lord, how is it that thou wilt manifest thyself unto 

us, and not unto the world? Jesus answered and 

said unto him, If a man love me, he will keep my 

words: and my Father will love him, and we will 

come unto him, and make our abode with him. He 

that loveth me not keepeth not my sayings: and the 

word which ye hear is not mine, but the Father's 

which sent me. These things have I spoken unto 

you, being yet present with you. But the Comforter, 

which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will 

send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and 

bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I 

have said unto you. Peace I leave with you, my 

peace I give unto you: not as the world giveth, give 

I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither 

let it be afraid.  

 Jesus promised the Holy Ghost after His as-

cension, and peace not of this world! 

 In the Old Testament, God used the oxen for 

the peace offering to the Church, nothing else!  

Thatôs why the oxen were so important.  In the New 

Testament, the blood of the covenant comes in the 

form of the blood of Jesus on the cross, and either 

enters into our hearts or is rejected by us.  See verse 

21.   

 In reality, when we got saved we were  

washed in the blood and with the covenant now we 

are sprinkled with the blood.  

 I Peter 2:9 But ye are a chosen generation, a 

royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; 

that ye should shew forth the praises of him who 

hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous 

light:  

            Does this sound familiar? He told that to the 

Church in the wilderness, and He means it for the 

last days Church of God.

member the

Church, we took on the responsibility of the lowly 

oxen and even more.  We are made perfect in one 

with Him.   

 Hebrews 12:14.  Follow peace with all men, 

and holiness, without which no man shall see the 

Lord: 

 ñAll that the Lord hath said will we do.ò 

 If we can be at peace with our Lord and with 

man, we need not worry about the turmoil of this 

world.  Our goal is to win souls for Christ, and yoke 

ourselves together with other like-minded saints and  

in love let people know about the Church.  

 Ephesians 4:15, 16 But speaking the truth in 

love, may grow up into him in all things, which is 

the head, even Christ: From whom the whole body 

fitly joined together and compacted by that which 

every joint supplieth, according to the effectual 

working in the measure of every part, maketh in-

crease of the body unto the edifying of itself in love.  

 We must remember who the head of the 

Church is, and that we are the body fitly joined to-

gether and compacted.  That means compressed, 

hard to separate, a well-toned body, ready for the 

task.  Behold the blood of the covenant!                             

 II Timothy 2:24-26 And the servant of the 

Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, 

apt to teach, patient, In meekness instructing those 

that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will 

give them repentance to the acknowledging of the 

truth; And that they may recover themselves out of 

the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him 

at his will. 
 We live in perilous times. Witchcraft 

abounds, social Christianity abounds, and atheism is 

prevalent.  This is the time we must stand out and be 

there in time of need as God leads us in whatever 

direction He takes us. 

 If we can guide people to the Lord, we can 

then teach them in love the fullness of the Word of 

God.  We means the members in unity.  As members 

in the Church of God, we have a great responsibility.  

Just remember, He saved us for a reason.  We all 

have a work to do.  We just have to ask the Lord to 

guide us in the right path.  Just as the oxen knew 

what their responsibility was, even though it was a 

lowly job, they did it willingly. 

 Now in conclusion, the key to my dream cul-

minates in St. John 14:21-27. He that hath my  
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 But when he saw the multitudes, he was 

moved with compassion on them, because they 

fainted, and were scattered abroad, as sheep having 

no shepherd. Then saith he unto his disciples, The 

harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few; 

Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he 

will send forth labourers into his harvest. Matthew 

9: 36-38   

 When reading these familiar scriptures and 

applying them to our Christian lives, we are reminded 

that we ought to pray for ñlabourers into his har-

vest,ò  noting that verses 37 and 38 are our saviours 

own words to pray for others to work (witness) for 

the salvation of the lost and well being of our saved 

brothers and sisters through Christ. We might ask, am 

I truly a labourer for the Lord?  Am I doing my very 

best to witness for Jesus and His Church? These sim-

ple questions sometimes presents a dilemma to the 

born again Christian in this day an age, as serious sins 

have become accepted as normal in daily living. This 

is revealed by the modern media and some of our re-

cent laws that counter what the Holy scriptures teach 

us. This brings us to how to live holy to be effective 

ñlabourersò in his service. Some say we can accept 

some of what the world has to offer and remain holy, 

however, the Holy Scriptures plainly warns us to 

avoid ñsinsò even if accepted by the majority of    

  

people, or officially recognized by law. 

 Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the 

cup of devils: ye cannot be partakers of the Lord's 

table, and of the table of devils. I Corinthians 10:021  

 Well, that means ñno fence sitting.ò We must 

decide to live (daily) for either: worldly teaching, or 

Gods teaching, there is no middle ground. As we are 

so bombarded with accepted sins everyday from tele-

vision, politics and community actions, where can we 

today seek shelter from this evil cascade of sin explo-

sions? Where can we gather to safe haven in fellow-

ship? Again we turn to the Bible for our answers.  

 First: ñWatch ye, stand fast in the faith, quit  

you like men, be strong. Let all your things be done 

with charity.ò  I Corinthians 16:13-14  

 Charity (love) is paramount, one for another 

in faith, for it is written, And whether one member 

suffer, all the members suffer with it; or one mem-

ber be honoured, all the members rejoice with it.

 We now arrive at the Biblical safe haven, 

Christian shelter of fellowship with each other and 

our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, a place for 

strength and guidance from our present Christian 

leaders while we walk upon this earth until we pass 

on or Jesus comes as He has promised. 

 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to 

all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath 

made you overseers, to feed the church of God, 

which he hath purchased with his own blood.

 Psalms 133:1 Behold, how good and how 

pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity!

 John 17:21-23  That they all may be one; as 

thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also 

may be one in us: that the world may believe that 

thou hast sent me.  And the glory which thou gavest 

me I have given them; that they may be one, even as 

we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they may 

be made perfect in one; and that the world may 

know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved them, 

as thou hast loved me.  

  

 This was the prayer that Jesus prayed for us 

just before He died to purchase The Church of God!

 When Christ took up his seat of authority on 

the right hand of God, He did not forget all about 

that prayer of unity that He prayed. He still is pray-

ing for our unity. If we are not unified, we are in 

rebellion! However offensive this may be to some 

who read it, perhaps even judgmental, let us all re-

member, the truth of Gods Word judges all things. 

The Word corrects us and reproves us when we are 

out of the guidelines of The Truth of His word. 

 Hebrews 12:9  Furthermore we have had 

fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we 

gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be 

in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live?  

 2 Timothy 3:16-17  All scripture is given by 

inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, 

for reproof, for correction, for instruction in right-

 Somewhere along the way, envy and rebellion 

has found themselves a way into the hearts and minds 

of men who once were earnestly contending for the 

faith which was delivered to the saints. Unity dies 

where envy and rebellion lives. 

 Envy and rebellion did not begin in The 

Church, but had its beginning in heaven, with Lucifer 

the devil. 

 Isaiah 14:11-17  Thy pomp is brought down 

to the grave, and the noise of thy viols: the worm is 

spread under thee, and the worms cover thee. How 

art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the 

morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, 

which didst weaken the nations! For thou hast said 

in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt 

my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also 

upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of 

the north: I will ascend above the heights of the 

clouds; I will be like the most High. Yet thou shalt 

be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit. They 

that see thee shall narrowly look upon thee, and 

consider thee, saying, Is this the man that made the 

earth to tremble, that did shake kingdoms; That 

made the world as a wilderness, and destroyed the 

cities thereof; that opened not the house of his pris-

oners? 

 Lucifer was no longer content for the sover-

eignty of God to rule completely. He convinced one 

third of the angels to join him, in his attempt to over- 

throw Godôs Kingdom.   

 Jude 6  And the angels which kept not their 

first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath 

reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto 

the judgment of the great day. 

 Luke 10:18  Jesus speaking to His disciples 

said, ñéI beheld Satan as lightning fall from 

heavenò. 

 Again Jude reminds the people of today about 

Israelôs fall in the wilderness. They were eye wit-

nesses of Gods great power and glory in delivering 

them out of the house of bondage in Egypt. 

 Jude 5 I will therefore put you in remem-

brance, though ye once knew this, how that the 

Lord, having saved the people out of the land of 

Egypt, afterward destroyed them that believed not.  

 Children are you caught up in envy or  

rebellion against The Truth of Gods Word? Are you 

guilty of pulling a group of people along with you 

and away from unity with those who truly are still 

contending for the faith? Are you rebelling against 

what you once knew to be the Truth? Are you in 

competition with others who are engaged in the very 

same things that you are guilty of? Has man become 

so delusional as to think he can fight against God and 

prevail? Let every man be a liar and let God be true! 

 Whose side are we on anyway? God is God 

and He changes not! It is man who has changed his 

mind and has not truly listened to Godôs Spirit calling  

for repentance and calling his people to obedience 

and holiness. Holiness, without which no man will 

see God. For years now man has been in rebellion, 

wanting his own way. This is ungodly behavior and 

will not be tolerated for much longer. Repent, hurry 

while there is still time. Ask God to open your hearts 

and eyes to the reality of what is really happening. 

God is still in control, still leading and guiding as He 

always has. The Church is a divine body led by a di-

vine leader, Jesus Christ! No other paid their life to 

purchase Her and no other is in control of Her, con-

trary to what some think. Our puny attempt at trying 

to lead Her has ended in disappointment. Many have 

tried, many have failed. Jesus will not fail! Why not 

give up these futile attempts and just line up with 

Godôs Word?

Heôs going to call us 

up very, very soon. Are you ready? Are you truly 

ready? When will man cease to break His precious 

heart through his utter rebellion and failure to accept 

His call to unity and oneness? 

 1 Kings 18:21  And Elijah came unto all the 

people, and said, How long halt ye between two 

opinions? if the LORD be God, follow him: but if 

Baal, then follow him. And the people answered him 

not a word.  

 They had no defense for their actions then, 

and so they offered only silence. I know of men right 

now who are ready, as Elijah was, who are ready to 

stand up for God and His Church and begin to  
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challenge the ungodly behavior of these men who are 

set on trying to destroy the work of the Church. How 

much more time will God allow this to go on before 

He says itôs enough! It is a fearful thing to fall into 

the hands of the living God. Has man no Fear? The 

simplicity of Godôs word says, ñIf you love me, keep 

my commandments.ò That leaves NO gray area. You 

either will love Him, be obedient or you will fight 

against Him and hate Him. What position do you take 

in this matter? 

 What ever position you take will not change 

the Word of God. Children, God said there is one 

shepherd and one fold. Many are trying to create 

other folds in which they will control themselves, ei-

ther until they repent or be destroyed. Check the sta-

tistics! Can man prevail against the Almighty God 

who already has set a plan in motion before the foun-

dation of the world?  It would make more sense for 

that pitiful individual to just go ahead and serve Baal! 

If man comes up with a thousand new ways to do 

Gods work, let it be known, there is still just ONE 

way! and that way, is His way. 

 James 5:16  Confess your faults one to an-

other, and pray one for another, that ye may be 

healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous 

man availeth much.  

James did not say confess your sins to man, but rather 

your faults. The confession of sin should be to Christ 

our High Priest. Confession of a fault seems to have 

become a lost art in the Church. One may feel that 

they will be judged unfairly if some one knows they 

have faults.

It really does lift oneôs spirit and 

cause us to feel better about ourselves, after allowing 

some of the weight of that care to be lifted off. James 

had the right idea.  

            We need to come together, pray together and 

solve some things together if possible. Of course, the 

enemy is afraid we may just solve some things while 

communicating together. The Bible says if we hum-

ble ourselves in the sight of the Lord, that He would 

lift us up. Remember Saints, GOD IS STILL IN

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 Facing and fighting giants 

could be an intimidating encounter 

for most of us; but for brave and 

goal-oriented people, it could be 

exciting and challenging. Literal or 

figurative giants truly remind us 

about goals and challenges that 

come our way. Their unavoidable 

presence should cause us to accept 

the reality of life and handle them 

cautiously and courageously. We 

must keep in mind that accepting 

challenges is rewarding, especially 

if found within the will of God. 

 God wants us to be blessed 

and He gave precious promises for 

us to cling to; but often times, 

those blessings remain unclaimed 

because of our indifferent attitude 

toward His Word. In the Old Tes-

tament times, God promised Israel 

that He would give the land of Ca-

naan for them to possess and en-

joy. The place was described as 

ñland flowing with milk and 

honeyò and popularly called ñThe 

Promised Landò. (See Exodus 

3:8) 

 The Promised Land was 

within reach and obviously they 

could enter the land within a few 

days journey. Because of unbelief, 

they wandered in the wilderness 

for forty years and God dealt with 

them and taught them in a rigid 

way. God was so gracious that He 

gave them an opportunity to see a 

glimpse of the land. Moses sent 

spies to the land as God com-

manded them and the men went 

up, searched it and returned after 

forty days. (See Numbers 13:1-33)  

They came to Moses and the con-

gregation confirming that the land 

surely flows with milk and honey, 

and they also brought some fruits 

of the land such as grapes, pome-

granates and figs. 

 Truly, the land was a pre-

pared blessing to the Israelites. 

Caleb and Joshua were eager to 

posses it right away, but the ten 

spies brought an evil report and 

discouraged the Israelites which 

led them to disobey God's Word. 

Evidently, the presence of the gi-

ants in the land put them to a 

weakening fear. Time after time, 

God is giving us an opportunity to 

display His power and to prosper 

in an extraordinary way. It seems 

that the intimidating presence of 

giants of life is still hindering most 

of us from receiving wonderful 

blessings God has prepared for us. 

We should not let giants hinder us 

in attaining God-glorifying victo-

ries. 

Things to be considered in facing 

giants: 

Great Opposition 

 Through the ages, it has 

been observed that believers who 

set great goals for God's glory 

sadly experienced opposition even 

from within their own circle. The 

presence of opposition may be 

manifested by murmurings, indif-

ferent attitude and even violent 

actions. People who oppose God 

impressed goals are not literal gi-

ants, but they are truly great hin-

drances in accomplishing God 

glorifying works. That is exactly 

what happened during the time of 

Moses. 

 In Numbers 14:1-4, it says, 

And all the congregation lifted up 

their voice, and cried; and the 

people wept that night. And all the 

children of Israel murmured 

against Moses and against Aaron: 

and the whole congregation said 

unto them, Would God that we 

had died in the land of Egypt! or 

would God we had died in this 

wilderness! And wherefore hath 

the LORD brought us unto this 

land, to fall by the sword, that our 

wives and our children should be 

a prey? were it not better for us to 

return into Egypt? And they said 

one to another, Let us make a 

captain, and let us return into 

Egypt.  

 What a great opposition! 

Their negative attitude was uncon-

cealed and they even tried to stone 

God's faithful servants like Moses, 

Aaron, Joshua and Caleb. (See 

Numbers 14:10) But all the con-

gregation bade stone them with 

stones. And the glory of the LORD 

appeared in the tabernacle of the 

congregation before all the chil-

dren of Israel.  

 Great opposition should not 

hinder our excitement to do what 

is right and pleasing to God.

Negative viewpoint 
 Negative attitude toward 

God's command keeps a man from 

attaining success. His way of 

thinking is not found within the 

will of God. In fact, it is against 

the way of truth and can never 

please God. In Numbers 13:31-33, 

it is written, But the men that 

went up with him said, We be not 

able to go up against the people; 

for they are stronger than we. 

And they brought up an evil re-

port of the land which they had 

searched unto the children of Is-

rael, saying, The land, through 

which we have gone to search it, 

is a land that eateth up the in-

habitants thereof; and all the peo-

ple that we saw in it are men of a 

great stature. And there we saw 

the giants, the sons of Anak, 

which come of the giants: and we 

were in our own sight as grass-

hoppers, and so we were in their 

sight.  

 The ten spies were intimi-

dated when they saw the giants.

 Numbers 14:9-21 Only re-

bel not ye against the LORD, nei-

ther fear ye the people of the 

land; for they are bread for us: 

their defence is departed from 

them, and the LORD is with us: 

fear them not. But all the congre-

gation bade stone them with 

stones. And the glory of the LORD 

appeared in the tabernacle of the 

congregation before all the chil-

dren of Israel. And the LORD said 

unto Moses, How long will this 

people provoke me? and how long 

will it be ere they believe me, for 

all the signs which I have shewed 

among them? I will smite them 

with the pestilence, and disinherit 

them, and will make of thee a 

greater nation and mightier than 

they.

 Sunday School, is a span of time that is to be set aside for the purpose of study-

ing, teaching and learning Godõs Word. The Sunday School is our educational place of 

study that can reach all people of all ages. Jesus instructed the disciples with The Great 

Commission in Matthew 28:19a Go ye therefore, and teach  all nations,é  

 People today are striving for higher education, in many different fields. Upon 

graduation many will start life with loans in thousands of dollars, but our Sunday Schools 

maybe the only place they learn  Godõs Word, about Salvation, Heaven or Hell. What an 

awesome responsibility we have to teach them about the Lord and His Commandments.  

  The Church saw the importance of Sunday School from the very start. The 

Sunday School was the first auxiliary to be adopted in The Church of God. January 26, 

27, 1906. The following paragraph was taken 

from the Minutes of this Assembly:  

 òWe highly favor this important service 

as a means to teach the people to reverence 

Godõs Word and the house appointed for 

worship, and also, to elevate the morals of a 

community. It is, there- fore, the sense of this 

assembly to recommend, advise and urge every 

local church to have a Sunday School every 

Sunday during the whole year. We advise the 

workers to do all they can to propagate the 

Sunday School interest and search for places 

to do so. We believe a Sunday School may 

sometimes be organized and run successfully 

where a church could not be established at once, thereby opening and paving the way for 

more permanent work in the future. It is further recommended that Sunday Schools be 

held in the forenoon when it is possible to hold them at that time.ó 

 I was privileged to experience and be a part of this home, in the living room, Sun-

day School and later our local church was organized from this early beginning.  

 I would  like to encourage our people everywhere to start a Sunday School if at all 

possible. Start and see what God will do for you!
